Maintenance Report: 


Windows to Doctors surgery need locks and the fly screens need replacing on both the surgery and Hall windows. Katie to source and organise this work.
Landscaping at Hall – Due to difficulties encountered in organising the concrete bases for the outdoor picnic settings it was decided that Hayden enquire for quotes from alternative contractors as this project needs to move on so the settings can be placed in the designated areas.  
It was agreed to investigate using concrete blocks as the retainer wall as it would enable one contractor to complete the whole job. The concrete blocks would also double up as seats.  Hayden to follow up with prices and contact Kim Smith.

Public Toilet block at swimming beach access need attention.  The render is falling off the wall, particularly in the shower, the render outside has black mould creeping up from the ground and there is a wide crack in the concrete area at the outside shower.  Initially it was suggested a Works Order be raised for this work, but then it was decided to write to David King at the SoD and request maintenance of this facility be carried out. The toilets and showers are working fine, it is the building that requires attention.
