1. The swimming beach access platform and steps have been replaced and look good.

2. Gravel has been delivered and spread in the carpark at the Gazebo BBQ area. 

6.   General Business:    
1. Signage Proposal. It was agreed the standard signs in the SoD proposal were too small and needed to be at least 500mm x 500mm.  Locations – Toilet signs, 1 to be on the road before the turnoff to the beach and 1 in the carpark itself along with the offal disposal sign.  It was agreed that both signs in the carpark should be on one pole.  The SoD will be advised of the outcome of our discussions. 
2. WH&S Guidelines for Volunteer Organisations and Service Agreement Draft. This was a very difficult topic for the committee to discuss and Gina McPharlin from the Shire of Denmark was in attendance to assist with information on the implications for us contained in the WH & S document. The legal requirements and responsibilities put on the shoulders of members serving on the PBPA committee were deemed too much to expect from volunteers and we are not prepared to be employers and undertake the processes this entails.  After much deliberation the following motions were tabled:

Motion 1 – Due to Workplace Health & Safety laws the Peaceful Bay Progress Association to 

                        cease engagement of maintenance man Jeremy Newman and green waste 

                        contractor Greg Paape.      7 in favour – 1 against – Carried by majority.


Motion 2 – Peaceful Bay Progress Association engage with the Shire of Denmark to ensure 

                       ongoing general maintenance/landscape person in the Peaceful Bay community.










Carried unanimously.
     In view of safety regulations as above, the quad bike will cease operations and be parked up.

3.  Caravan Park Closure.  Due to this closure the number of illegal camping is increasing as 
     tourists and Bibbi trackers are turning up and have no caravan park to book in to.  The closure 
     probably needed to be more widely advertised to avoid travellers driving into the Bay and 

     finding the park closed.  The sign on South Coast Highway needs to have a “Closed” sign 

     attached to the existing one.  Main roads will be advised.  We will also advise the Shire of 
     Denmark as it may be possible to put the closure on their website.  
4.  Campers on the RSL Shed Stage.   The RSL in Peaceful Bay will be contacted for permission 
     to put a “NO CAMPING” sign on the stage.  The power points are also being used by these 

     campers.
5.  Wooden Signage Upgrade.  Reg requested photos of the signage needing replacement and 

     confirmation that wood was the preferred material for the new signs. Then the order can be 

     placed.
