7.  General Business:
Staggered Leases:  Advice from the Shire of Denmark is that a new lease document for a 21 year lease should be finalised through solicitors and will most likely go before Council in February, 2022. 

Dust Suppression.   The dust suppressant was applied this year, but due to an error by the operators it was not very successful and most of the suppressant did not end up on the gravel road.  The Progress will confirm the 2022 application will go ahead in November.

Christmas Party and Fun Day.  The Christmas Party was well supported again this year and all in attendance enjoyed the festivities.  The Fun Day was equally successful and the crowd appreciated the effort put in to make the day a lot of fun for everyone.  Thank you to those who assisted on the day, however, more volunteers are desperately needed for the Fun Day to ease the load on the same few.

Beach Access Platform and Steps.  Advice from the Shire of Denmark is that funding has been approved this financial year to replace the platform and steps, however they are unable to secure a contractor to undertake the work.  In the meantime, the Association has been asked to seek contractors through our members and contact the Shire if any are available.
8.  Other Business: 
Margaret Broun asked about roadside slashing, as the bush is encroaching on the road in places in Peppermint Way.  Also, the drains need cleaning out and maintaining.  It was agreed to write to the Shire and inquire if this maintenance is scheduled for this year.
